Language: Vietnamese is the official language. The Romanized
Vietnamese alphabet was developed by Catholic missionaries in the 17t
century. English is the dominant second language with some French still
spoken. Some English is spoken in the tourist and central business
districts of the main cities but in general, English is not spoken in
government offices or outside the city. It is not necessary to become
fluent in Viethamese but we recommend at least some study of basic

words and phrases.

International Schools: HCMC and Hanoi have a good selection of high

quality International Schools and daycare for children of all ages. Outside of HCMC

and Hanoi, there a little to no options for International schooling. Notes:
*A variety of curriculum: 1B, American, Australian, French, Japanese, Korean

*Waiting lists: In general, waiting lists are not currently an issue however, should
you be planning to enroll your children, it is very important to begin the
admissions process as soon as possible. If there are waiting lists, they are normally

for primary grades.

*Day Care/Pre-School: There are International options for Day Care/Pre-School in

the various Districts.
*Transportation: All major International schools offer private bus service

*Average Costs: 12,000 USD to 18,000 USD per child/year (earlier grades to

secondary)

Housing Situation:

Villas for families and International standard apartments out of city centers (expats
living area). City/Business centers mainly offer apartments and serviced apartments,
with parking, and often balcony.

Residential leasing market is 95% made up of Non-national residents (expatriates).

No agency fee for tenants. Agency commission is paid by Landlord (1 month Rental)
Quite high occupancy and high rate in International Branded serviced apartments.
Internet Information scam: Several realtor websites in Vietnam post non-integrity
information on residential leasing information & rental price. This is obviously a
method for drawing reader's attention. So it is advised to be cautious on offers found
on the Internet.

Might be difficult to deal directly with Landlord.

The quality of housing may not always meet your expectations in term of quality of

construction.

Medical Facilities:

Quality medical care is available in Ho Chi Minh City and Hanoi although it is
somewhat limited. There are few major international Clinics and International
Hospitals that offer quality, international doctors (English, French, Japanese
Korean speaking), modern facilities, 24 hour emergency services and evacuation
services. These clinics/hospitals can cover a large variety of tests, check ups and
basic care, but for major procedures, most expats will fly the 1 to 2 hour flight to
either Bangkok or Singapore where the major regional International hospitals are

located.
